The mind set on the flesh is death: For the believer, if we
“set our minds on the flesh,” our fellowship with God is
iInferrupted. We separate ourselves from the power of the
indwelling ministry of God the Holy Spirit, and we are on
our own, operating from the flesh. We do not lose our
relationship with God, just our fellowship, which is

nonetheless a great loss. What we lose is life and peace,
because the mind set on the Spirit is “life and peace.”
But when believers “set their minds on the things of the
flesh,” they cease to experience the
presence/empowerment of God in their lives.




11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from
the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ
from the dead will also give lifeto your mortal

bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you
Rom. 8:11

GHS will give life [empowerment] to your mortal bodies through
the [indwelling] Spirit.
